The Bidders must place their pre-qualification and commercial bids in separate envelopes, super-scribed with separate Bid titles as follows:

The Bidders have to qualify the pre-qualification Bid.

1.3
Pre-Qualification Bids will be opened on the prescribed date and time.

1.4
Commercial Bids of only those Bidders will be opened who qualify the Pre-Qualification round after the initial processing of pre-qualification bid on the same day or at a date and time to be notified on the same day.

Copy of the Pre-qualification document should be covered in a separate sealed cover super-scribing the wording ‘Pre-qualification Bid’.

Bidders are advised to study the Bid Document carefully. Submission of Bids shall be deemed to have been done after careful study and examination of the Bid Document with full understanding of its implications.

The bidder must be a reputed manufacturer of the product offered. It must have experience of five years in the area and must have distribution network in all the States/UTs where in deliveries of uniform cloth are to be made. 

1.3
All the firms participating in the tender should have their own composite Mill for manufacturing the material and all facilities i.e. spinning, weaving and processing should be under one name of company and a latest valid certificate as a proof thereof issued from Ministry of Textile, Govt. of India should be attached with tender form. This condition will not be insisted upon in case of Textile manufacturing Consortium (TEXCO) as per direction of  Hon’ble High Court of Delhi  dated 22.5.2008 in W.P.(C). 3163/2008.

1.4
Each participating firm in the tender should be ISO 9001-2000 certified company and it is compulsory.

1.5
Only authorized representative will be allowed to attend the meeting of the purchase committee. He/she should also bring authority letter on firm’s letter head that any decision / negotiation taken by him/her would be accepted by the firm.

2. Performance Security

The successful bidder shall submit a performance guarantee of 10% of the estimated cost of purchase of uniform cloth, within 15 days of the signing of agreement. The estimated cost for deposit of performance guarantee will be worked out based on average expenditure of uniform cloth per student and while making the final payment the variation of performance guarantee will be adjusted. The Performance Security may be in the form of Demand Draft/Pay Order/ Bank Guarantee of any nationalized/ scheduled bank. In case supplier fails to deliver the items within delivery period or fail to provide satisfactorily after sales service within the Guarantee period, the performance Security submitted by the firm is liable to be forfeited. Performance Security shall be released immediately after the Guarantee is over. No interest will be payable by Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti on the performance Security.

Guarantee 

3.1
All goods or material shall be supplied strictly in accordance with the specifications. No deviation from such specifications of these conditions shall be made without Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti’s agreement in writing which must be obtained before any work against the order is placed. All materials furnished by the successful Bidder pursuant to the Order are guaranteed to be of the best quality of their respective kinds (unless otherwise specifically authorized in writing by Navodaya vidyalaya Samiti) and shall be free from faulty design to the extent such design is not furnished by Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti. The goods/materials used by the successful Bidder and its workmanship should be of proper quality so as to fulfill in all respects and other requirements specified in the order. The tendering firms shall clearly mention the Guarantee of the tendered material along with Guarantee period.

General Conditions

4.1
The Samiti reserves the right to carry out the capability assessment of the Bidders and the Samiti’s decision shall be final in this regard.

The individual signing the bid or other document, in connection with the bid must certify as to whether he or she has signed as :

STANDARDS :

The Goods supplied under this contract shall conform to the standard mentioned in the Technical specifications, and when no applicable standards are mentioned, to the authoritative standards, such standards shall be the latest issued by the concerned institution governing that standard.

DELIVERY  PERIOD

6.1
Delivery period will be staggered from 30 days to 60 days from the award of the contract. Exact delivery schedule would be decided at the time of assigning of contract. Samiti decision will be final in this regard.

The Samiti will provide the list of ready sites of schools. The bidder will supply the goods, vidyalaya wise, through out the country. The successful bidder has to supply the material to each JNV in separate packets.  FOR delivery will be up to concerned JNVs.

6.3
The delivery period should be adhered to as will be mentioned in the Award of contract. The Supply shall actually be deemed to have been completed on the actual date of delivery and receipt of material in good condition to particular JNV. 

7.
DELAY IN THE BIDDER’S PERFORMANCE & PENALTY:

7.1
The bidder shall submit a performance Guarantee of 10% of the total cost (refer para 2) of order in the prescribed proforma within 15 days of the signing of the contract.   In case of split of order to two or more companies,  the Samiti has the discretion to decide the performance Guarantee amount at that stage.

7.2
Any unexcused delay by the successful bidder in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render him liable to any or all of the following penalties:-


In case of non/partial supply within stipulated period, penalty @ 0.5%  per week  to a maximum of 5%  on the unsupplied part of the delivery will be levied i.e. 0.5% for first week, 1% for second week, 1.5% for third week and so on.  

Penalties, if any shall be deducted from the Earnest Money Deposits (EMD) of the Bidder. Thereafter, the bidder shall be liable for the imposition of liquidated damage, forfeiture of earnest money / Security deposit and termination of the contract for default.

TAXES AND DUTIES:

11.        SUSPENSION:
